Emily is currently undertaking a Diploma of Conservation and Ecosystem
Management at TAFE Gippsland, which complements her volunteer role
and provides her with the opportunity to apply her learning in real-world
situations. As a volunteer gardener, Emily’s work is crucial in maintaining
the outdoor spaces at LCH. Her efforts help keep the gardens vibrant and
inviting, contributing to a welcoming atmosphere for everyone who uses
the community house. Emily takes great pride in her role, finding
satisfaction in seeing the positive effects of her work in the garden. She
values knowing that her efforts help create a welcoming space for others
to enjoy.
